Corporate information


Supalai Public Company Limited (“The Company”) is a public company incorporated and domiciled in Thailand. The Company is principally engaged in property development and its registered address is 1011 Supalai Grand Tower, Rama 3 Road, Chongnonsri, Yannawa, Bangkok.

Basis for the preparation of interim financial statements


These interim financial statements are prepared in accordance with Accounting Standards Pronouncement No. 41 (revised 2007) “Interim financial statements”, with the Company choosing to present condensed interim financial statements. However, the Company has presented the balance sheets, and the statements of income, changes in shareholders’ equity, and cash flows in the same format as that used for the annual financial statements.


The interim financial statements are intended to provide information additional to that included in the latest annual financial statements. Accordingly, they focus on new activities, events and circumstances so as not to duplicate information previously reported. These interim financial statements should therefore be read in conjunction with the latest annual financial statements.

Basis of consolidation




These consolidated interim financial statements include the financial statements of Supalai Public Company Limited and its subsidiaries and are prepared on the same basis as the consolidated financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2007.

The interim financial statements are prepared using the same accounting policies and methods of computation as were used for the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2007, except for changed its accounting policy for recognition of revenue from sales of real estate from the percentage of completion method to recognising revenue in full when ownership is transferred, as described in Note 2 to the interim financial statements.

Change in accounting policy for recognition of revenue from sales of real estate 


During the first quarter of 2008, the Company changed its accounting policy for recognition of revenue from sales of land and land and houses and revenue from sales of condominium units from the percentage of completion method to recognising revenue in full when ownerships is transferred. Sales are thus recognised as revenue in full when the construction work is completed and ownership has been transferred to buyers, after all payments have been received from the buyers. This change was made to accord with the International Financial Reporting Standard.
In this regard, the Company has restated the previous period’s financial statements as though the revenue from sales of real estate had originally been recognised in full when ownerships is transferred. The cumulative effect of the change in accounting policy has been presented under the heading of “Cumulative effect of the change in accounting policy for recognition of revenue from sales of real estate” in the statements of changes in shareholders’ equity. The Company and its subsidiaries have applied the pricing policies described in Note 3 to the financial statements to set the transfer prices.

Commitments and contingent liabilities

Capital commitments

As at 31 March 2008, the Company and its subsidiaries had outstanding commitments of approximately Baht 3,880 million (separate financial statements: Baht 3,860 million) in respect of project construction under contracts which the Company and its subsidiaries had already entered into with contractors.

As at 31 March 2008, the Company and its subsidiaries had outstanding capital commitments of approximately Baht 593 million (separate financial statements: Baht 551 million) in respect of the purchase of land.
18.2
Long-term service commitments

A subsidiary entered into license and service agreements with two companies with regards to the operation of the subsidiary’s hotel, whereby the subsidiary has been provided services and has been granted the license. The subsidiary had to comply with certain conditions stipulated in these agreements and to pay the fees in accordance with the rates, terms and bases as specified in the agreements. The agreements can be summarised as follows:

a)
A license agreement with a foreign company granted the license to use the trade name, trademarks, information system and other rights. The agreement is effective until 21 June 2011. The subsidiary has to pay a fixed joining fee and annual fee calculated at a fixed rate per service unit and at a percentage of the service income received by the subsidiary. The fees for the three-month period ended 31 March 2008 amounted to approximately Baht 0.2 million.

b)
A service agreement with a local company whereby the latter will provide hotel management services, marketing services and also the sales promotion services for the subsidiary’s hotel. The agreement between the subsidiary and this company is effective until 30 September 2009 and automatically renews for a further period of 3 years. The subsidiary has to pay a fixed monthly fee plus an incentive fee calculated at a percentage of a monthly gross operating profit. The fees for the three-month period ended 31 March 2008 amounted to approximately Baht 1 million.

Guarantees

a)
The Company has provided guarantees to a bank against bank guarantees of its subsidiaries of Baht 16 million. Generally, the guarantees are effective so long as the underlying obligations have not yet been discharged by those subsidiaries. No fee is charged for the provision of these guarantees.
b)
Certain credit facilities of the Company and its subsidiary are guaranteed by directors of the Company and the subsidiary. These guarantees are effective so long as the underlying obligations have not been discharged by the Company and the subsidiary. The amount of those guarantees are summarised below.

The directors have charged a fee for the guarantee provided for a Baht 167 million bank credit facility of a subsidiary, at a rate of 1 percent of the facility. Other than this no guarantee fees have been charged.

c) 
As at 31 March 2008, there were outstanding bank guarantees amounting to Baht 344 million (Separate financial statements: Baht 322 million), issued in the name of the Company and its subsidiaries in favor of certain government agencies to guarantee utilities usage and amounting to Baht 22 million (Separate financial statements: Baht 22 million), to provide guarantees to trade creditors.
18.4
Litigation 

a)
As at 31 March 2008, the Company has been sued for a total of approximately Baht 96 million in various cases, in respect of breach of contract, cancellation of contract, refund claims and damage claims. Most of cases are currently being heard by the Court of Appeals and the Supreme Court. The Company has set aside provision of Baht 41 million for liabilities arising as a result of these cases, based on the opinions of its legal department.

b)
During 2006, the Company entered into a Baht 550 million contract to purchase and to sell land with a company, under which the stipulated transfer date was 3 January 2007, and paid a deposit amounting to Baht 50 million to that company for the purchase. Subsequently, the Company learned that some parts of the land are in an area earmarked for expressway construction, and as a result of the loss of this area the Company would be unable to develop the land as planned. On December 2006, the Company therefore cancelled the contract and requested the refund of the deposit and payment of damages. During 2007, the seller sued the Company for breach of contract and to compel the Company to accept the transfer of land ownership and pay a total of Baht 500 million plus damages. However, the Company took step to countersued for refund deposit and damages. The legal department of the Company is of the opinion that the Company is likely to win such a case and receive the return of the deposit. As a result, the Company does not record allowance for loss on impairment of the deposit or provision for the contingent liability in respect of this litigation. The case is currently being heard by the Court of First Instance.
19.
Reclassification

In addition to the change in accounting policy as mentioned in Note 2 to the financial statements, which affects the previously reported net income and shareholders’ equity, certain other amounts in the financial statements for the prior period have been reclassified to conform to the current period’s classification, but with no effect to previously reported net income or shareholders’ equity other than from the change in accounting policy.

Subsequent event


On 29 April 2008, the Annual General Meeting of the Company’s shareholders approved the payment of dividend to shareholders at Baht 0.25 per share. However, on 11 September 2007 the Company’s Board of Directors No. 9/2007 approved interim dividend payment at Baht 0.12 per share, so remaining dividend is Baht 0.13 per share, a total of Baht 213 million. Such dividend will be paid and recorded in the second quarter of 2008.
